Snivels (through Student Control)

No more than 6 days between sorties in stage.  If 7-14 calendar days between flights in stage--Optional warmup at instructor discretion.  If flight is unsatisfactory or marginal, must be warmup.


If over 14 or more calendar days in stage--Mandatory warmup (plus optional warmup)


Brief / ATFs / Debrief

Show time 15 minutes prior to scheduled brief time

1. Get Vest

2. Check WX / NOTAMS – annotate on kneeboard card (available in squadron)
3. Prepare Board

Brief:  Be prepared to discuss “discuss items” and all maneuvers designated with a “+” in MIF (Maneuver Item Files).  Required items indicated by “+,” optional by number only.  

Grading

Demonstrated (1)--Demonstrated only and not performed by the student.


Unable (2)--Unsafe or lacks sufficient knowledge, skill, or ability to perform.

Fair (3)--Performs safely, but has limited proficiency.  Deviations which occur detract from performance.


Good (4)--Performs satisfactorily.  Deviations occur, corrected in a timely manner.

Excellent (5)--Performs correctly, efficiently, and skillfully.  Minor deviations occur, do not detract from overall performance.

For EP discuss items known indications, memory items (non-memory items), and associated notes, cautions and warnings.  You may use your PCL or anything else you would have with you in the cockpit after accomplishing “memory items.”
Draw Applicable System, be able to discuss all aspects of system to include limitations, normal ops, special ops, EPs, servicing.

Also have flight profile (area, climbout altitude, maneuvers to fly (in order), OLF).  Ensure flight profile attempts to accomplish “MIF” items and provides for continuity of maneuvers.

ATFs:  After flight expect to hand-carry EFLIRS to Aircraft Issue.  ATFs will be accomplished with absolute grading scale in CPPT.

Procedures vs Techniques

Procedures are required.  Techniques are never required, but are a way of accomplishing the procedures and the maneuver.  I will distinguish between procedure and technique.

Aircraft Issue

Aircraft Forms:  A sheet lists fuel on board, parking spot, inspection performed (helps identify if first flight of day for GPU requirements).  Daily inspection is good for 72 hours, turnaround inspection is good for 24 hours.  Pilot in command signature and squadron is required.  Review maintenance forms paying particular attention to handwritten and repeat discrepancies, “gripes.”
